Stage Two Pan Fish (Sunfish, Crappie, Perch)

Time: Saturday 6:30-11:00 AM

The Tournament will be laid out in two stages:

Fish will be weighed and teams will be ranked after 
each stage. The average rank of both stages will 
determine a team’s final standing. Prizes for 
quantity and quality of fish will be awarded for 
each stage.
